Choosing That Which Is Needed-Part 3
Luke 10:38-42 And Jesus answered and said to her, "Martha, Martha, you are worried and troubled about many things.  42 But one thing is needed, and Mary has chosen that good part, which will not be taken away from her."
      Mary understood what was truly important and chose to sit at the feet of Jesus and listen to the truth spoken through the Son of God rather than waste her time trying to be a good hostess. The lesson for us today is learning to choose that which we need spiritually that will affect us for eternity.
Hebrews 10:25  not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as is the manner of some, but exhorting one another, and so much the more as you see the Day approaching. 
     Every Lord’s day we have a choice to make. Are we going to get up and go to worship together with our brethren in Christ or are we going to do something else. The sad thing is that every Lord’s day there are brethren who choose to stay away from worship services in order to give their time to some other matter. When we choose to forsake the assembling of Christians together we are choosing not to worship our God in song. We are choosing not to pray together with our brethren. We are choosing not to listen to lessons and sermons taught from the word of God. We are choosing not to give back to God a portion of that He has blessed us with. Finally, we are choosing not to remember the death of the Son of God in partaking of the Lord’s supper.
1 Corinthians 11:27 Therefore whoever eats this bread or drinks this cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord. 
     Even if we do choose to assemble with the saints and partake of the Lord’s supper, it is possible to do so in such a manner that we are eating and drinking condemnation to ourselves. How do you suppose God views Christians who choose to stay away from the worship services completely?
Hebrews 10:29 Of how much worse punishment, do you suppose, will he be thought worthy who has trampled the Son of God underfoot, counted the blood of the covenant by which he was sanctified a common thing, and insulted the Spirit of grace?

     Our actions show what is truly in our hearts. Where a man’s treasure is there his heart will be also. Hebrews 10:29 tells us how God sees us when we do what is stated in Hebrews 10:25. There are many things that want your time and attention. Please realize giving our time and attention to the worship of our God on the Lord’s day is a command from our God. To forsake that assembly screams out dishonor and disrespect against the Son of God, the blood of the covenant, and the Holy Spirit.
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
