Romans 2:15 who show the work of the law written in their hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and between themselves their thoughts accusing or else excusing them) 
    Human beings are moral creatures with a conscience. Our conscience is that part of our mind that distinguishes between good and evil. It commends us and encourages us to continue when we do that which is right and moral. The conscience also condemns us and causes us to feel guilt when we know we have done wrong and sinned against God. For the next few weeks I will be writing about the various ways people deal with guilt when they have done something they know in their heart is wrong.

Doing Away With God To Do Away With Guilt
Romans 1:28 And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave them over to a debased mind, to do those things which are not fitting; 

     God, as the creator of the universe, is the highest authority in the universe. God has revealed His law by which we the creation are supposed to live. When we break God’s law, He will judge and ultimately punish us. It is our consciousness of God, the revelation of His will, our accountability to God, and ultimately our judgment and possible punishment by God, that makes our conscience more sensitive to the feeling of guilt when we break the law of God.

     One of the oldest and most common ways people will try to do away with guilt is by doing away with God. Please realize that the multitudes of atheists and agnostics in the world renounce the existence of God as a means to do away with the guilt of their sins. If there is no God, then there is not real right and wrong, no judge, and no punishment. Thus as a atheist they are free to live as they please without having to answer to anyone for their actions.

Psalm 14:1 The fool has said in his heart, "There is no God." They are corrupt, They have done abominable works, There is none who does good.
     The problem with this approach, is that it is not based in reality. Someone can say and believe there is no God, but that is not going to make the reality of God’s existence go away. 

Romans 1:20 For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even His eternal power and Godhead, so that they are without excuse,

     All anyone has to do is look at the creation and it clearly tells us of God’s existence and His power. Anyone who closes their eyes to this basic reality is without excuse. Saying God does not exist will not make Him or His judgment day go away.
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
