Romans 2:15 who show the work of the law written in their hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and between themselves their thoughts accusing or else excusing them) 
     Our conscience is that part of our heart and mind that commends us when we do what is right and condemns us when we sin against God. There are many different ways that people try to deal with this guilt. One of the common methods of dealing with guilt is to do away with God. Without God’s existence there is no one to judge or condemn us in the end. However, there is another method sometimes used to do away with guilt.

Psalm 10:11 He has said in his heart, "God has forgotten;

He hides His face; He will never see." 

     Rather than do away with God, others will change the true nature and power of our God to do away with their guilt. People will acknowledge their sins, but then say, “it has been a long time sin I did this sin, surely God has forgotten about it by now.”
Hosea 7:2 They do not consider in their hearts That I remember all their wickedness; Now their own deeds have surrounded them; They are before My face. 
     Time does not remove the guilt of sin. We human beings do have a tendency to forget over time. However, God does not forget over time. If sins have not been forgiven by God, they will be brought up in the day of judgment and they will forever separate you from God.

     Another human characteristic we ascribe to God is to simply say, “God does not know what I did.”  God did not see my sin. I can only see and know a limited amount of things in my life. Can God see and know more than we humans?
Proverbs 15:3 The eyes of the LORD are in every place,

Keeping watch on the evil and the good. 

Hebrews 4:13 And there is no creature hidden from His sight, but all things are naked and open to the eyes of Him to whom we must give account.
     Our God is all knowing and all seeing. We may be able to hide our sins from other people, however, we can not hide our sins from God. God knows everything we have ever said or did that was sinful and He has not forgotten any of them. Trying to do away with the existence of God or trying to ascribe human characteristics to God is not the way to deal with the guilt of our sin.  God does exist and God knows what we have done and we will be judged according to our deeds.
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
