Doing Away With Or Altering The Word Of God

Romans 4:15 because the law brings about wrath; for where there is no law there is no transgression.

     Moat people understand the basic principle that where there is no law there is no sin. Some people try to do away with sin and it’s guilt by doing away with the law of God that condemns them. If you are an atheist, then it is understood that you do not believe the Bible is from God. However, there are some who say they believe in God but don’t believe God has revealed Himself to mankind. Others will say God has revealed His will to mankind, but through the years the scriptures have become contaminated with additions of men to the point that we no longer can know what God originally said. Finally other will say God has revealed Himself to mankind, but His revelation was only for the people in the there and then when He spoke, but not for us today. They will tell you that time and people have changed so much that the word of God is no longer applicable to us today. These attacks upon the inspiration of the scriptures take many different forms, but they all have to common goal of removing God’s word as the ultimate authoritative law of mankind.

2 Tim 3:16 All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness, 
2 Peter 1:21  for prophecy never came by the will of man, but holy men of God spoke as they were moved by the Holy Spirit.
     People may attack the word of God continually, but it will not change reality. God does exist. God has spoken. We can read and understand the word and will of God. We are responsible for our actions before God. We will die and we will be judged by the word God has spoken. Denying this reality will not change it nor make it go away.

2 Peter 3:16 as also in all his epistles, speaking in them of these things, in which are some things hard to understand, which untaught and unstable people twist to their own destruction, as they do also the rest of the Scriptures. 
     Another method of doing away with guilt is altering the word of God to fit our lives. These individuals believe God exists and say the Bible is revelation from God applicable to all mankind today. However, when they find scriptures that condemn sin in their lives, rather than repent, they twist the true meaning out of the scripture so they can stay in their sins. Please remember that in Christianity we do not change the word of God to fit our lives. Instead, we change our lives to fit the word of God.
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
